CiviL ENGINEERING

CIVIL ENGINEERS APPLY ALGEBRA WHEN CALCULATING LOAD DISTRIBUTIONS, DESIGNING TRANSPORTATION SYSTEMS, AND
ANALYZING STRUCTURAL INTEGRITY. THEY USE ALGEBRAIC EQUATIONS TO MODEL PHYSICAL PHENOMENA , ENSURING THAT
STRUCTURES ARE SAFE AND EFFECTIVE.

ELECTRICAL ENGINEERING

IN ELECTRICAL ENGINEERING, ALGEBRA IS ESSENTIAL FOR CIRCUIT ANALYSIS AND SIGNAL PROCESSING. ENGINEERS USE ALGEBRAIC
FORMULAS TO DESIGN ELECTRICAL CIRCUITS AND UNDERSTAND THE RELATIONSHIPS BETWEEN VOLTAGE, CURRENT, AND



RESISTANCE.

MECHANICAL ENGINEERING

MECHANICAL ENGINEERS RELY ON ALGEBRA TO MODEL THE BEHAVIOR OF PHYSICAL SYSTEMS, INCLUDING MACHINERY AND THERMAL
SYSTEMS. THEY OFTEN CREATE EQUATIONS TO PREDICT THE MOTION AND FORCES ACTING ON MACHINES.

CAREERS IN FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING UTILIZING ALGEBRA

THE FINANCE AND ACCOUNTING SECTORS ARE HEAVILY DEPENDENT ON ALGEBRA FOR BUDGETING, FORECASTING, AND FINANCIAL
ANALYSIS. PROFESSIONALS IN THESE AREAS FREQUENTLY USE ALGEBRAIC FORMULAS TO EVALUATE FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE AND
MAKE STRATEGIC DECISIONS.

FINANCIAL ANALYSTS

FINANCIAL ANALYSTS USE ALGEBRA TO ASSESS THE VIABILITY OF INVESTMENTS AND FORECAST FUTURE FINANCIAL TRENDS.
THEY ANALYZE DATA SETS TO MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS BASED ON QUANTITATIVE FINDINGS.

ACCOUNTANTS

ACCOUNTANTS UTILIZE ALGEBRAIC PRINCIPLES TO BALANCE LEDGERS, CALCULATE TAXES, AND PREPARE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS.
THEY NEED TO UNDERSTAND VARIOUS ALGEBRAIC EQUATIONS TO ENSURE ACCURACY IN FINANCIAL REPORTING.

ACTUARIES

ACTUARIES EMPLOY ALGEBRA TO CALCULATE RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES IN INSURANCE AND FINANCE. THEY CREATE
MATHEMATICAL MODELS TO PREDICT FUTURE EVENTS AND DETERMINE PRICING STRATEGIES.

HeEALTHCARE PROFESSIONS THAT REQUIRE ALGEBRA

IN HEALTHCARE, ALGEBRA IS FREQUENTLY USED FOR STATISTICAL ANALYSIS, DOSAGE CALCULATIONS, AND RESEARCH.

PHARMACISTS

PHARMACISTS APPLY ALGEBRA WHEN DETERMINING MEDICATION DOSAGES BASED ON A PATIENT’S WEIGHT OR AGE. THEY USE
FORMULAS TO ENSURE THAT PATIENTS RECEIVE THE CORRECT AMOUNT OF MEDICATION.

MEDICAL RESEARCHERS

MEDICAL RESEARCHERS USE ALGEBRA TO ANALYZE DATA FROM CLINICAL TRIALS AND STUDIES. THEY APPLY STATISTICAL
METHODS TO INTERPRET RESULTS AND DRAW CONCLUSIONS ABOUT TREATMENTS AND MEDICATIONS.

RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGISTS

RADIOLOGIC TECHNOLOGISTS UTILIZE ALGEBRA FOR CALCULATING EXPOSURE LEVELS AND ENSURING THAT IMAGING PROCEDURES
ARE SAFE AND EFFECTIVE. THEY NEED TO UNDERSTAND THE MATHEMATICAL RELATIONSHIPS INVOLVED IN IMAGING TECHNOLOGY.
