T ANk BoDy

THE TANK BODY IS THE PRIMARY STRUCTURE OF THE PROPANE TANK, TYPICALLY MADE FROM STEEL OR ALUMINUM. ITS DESIGN
ENSURES THAT IT CAN WITHSTAND HIGH PRESSURES, AS PROPANE IS STORED IN A LIQUEFIED STATE UNDER PRESSURE. THE
THICKNESS OF THE TANK WALLS IS CAREFULLY REGULATED ACCORDING TO SAFETY STANDARDS.

V ALVES

PROPANE TANKS ARE EQUIPPED WITH VARIOUS VALVES CRUCIAL FOR CONTROL AND SAFETY:

® SERVICE VALVE: THIS VALVE IS USED TO FILL AND EMPTY THE TANK. |T ALLOWS PROPANE TO FLOW IN AND OUT



SAFELY.

® RELIEF VALVE: THIS SAFETY FEATURE PREVENTS OVER-PRESSURIZATION BY RELEASING EXCESS GAS IF THE PRESSURE
INSIDE THE TANK EXCEEDS A PREDETERMINED LIMIT.

o OPD VALVE (OVERFILL PREVENTION DEVICE): THIS VALVE PREVENTS THE TANK FROM BEING FILLED BEYOND 80%
CAPACITY, ENSURING SAFE OPERATION.

PrESSURE GAUGE

THE PRESSURE GAUGE PROVIDES A VISUAL INDICATOR OF THE INTERNAL PRESSURE OF THE TANK. THIS IS ESSENTIAL FOR
MONITORING TANK STATUS AND ENSURING IT REMAINS WITHIN SAFE OPERATING LIMITS. REGULAR CHECKS OF THE PRESSURE GAUGE
CAN HELP IDENTIFY ISSUES EARLY.

FooT RING AND SKIRT

THE FoOT RING, ALSO KNOWN AS THE BASE OR SKIRT, PROVIDES STABILITY TO THE TANK WHEN IT IS STANDING. |T HELPS
PREVENT TIPPING AND ENSURES THE TANK REMAINS UPRIGHT DURING USE. THIS FEATURE IS PARTICULARLY IMPORTANT IN
OUTDOOR SETTINGS OR LOCATIONS WITH VARIABLE WEATHER CONDITIONS.

SAFETY FEATURES OF PROPANE T ANKS

SAFETY IS A PARAMOUNT CONCERN WHEN IT COMES TO PROPANE TANK USAGE. V ARIOUS SAFETY FEATURES HAVE BEEN
INTEGRATED INTO TANK DESIGNS TO MITIGATE RISKS ASSOCIATED WITH PROPANE STORAGE AND HANDLING.

EMERGENCY RELIEF VALVES

EMERGENCY RELIEF VALVES ARE DESIGNED TO AUTOMATICALLY RELEASE GAS IF THE TANK EXPERIENCES EXCESSIVE PRESSURE DUE
TO TEMPERATURE CHANGES OR OTHER FACTORS. THESE VALVES ARE CRITICAL FOR PREVENTING EXPLOSIONS AND OTHER
HAZARDOUS SITUATIONS.

CoLor-CoDpING

PROPANE TANKS ARE OFTEN COLOR-CODED FOR EASY IDENTIFICATION. THE MOST COMMON COLOR FOR PROPANE TANKS IS BLUE
OR GREEN, WHICH HELPS USERS QUICKLY DISTINGUISH THEM FROM OTHER TYPES OF GAS TANKS, SUCH AS THOSE CONTAINING
BUTANE OR ACETYLENE.

REGULAR INSPECTIONS

REGULAR INSPECTIONS ARE ESSENTIAL FOR MAINTAINING SAFETY. T ANKS SHOULD BE INSPECTED FOR SIGNS OF RUST, CORROSION,
AND DAMAGE. A PROFESSIONAL SHOULD CONDUCT THOROUGH INSPECTIONS AT LEAST ONCE EVERY FIVE YEARS, ENSURING THAT
ALL SAFETY FEATURES ARE FUNCTIONING CORRECTLY.

TyPes oF PROPANE T ANKS

TYPE HAS ITS UNIQUE FEATURES AND APPLICATIONS.

PorTABLE PROPANE T ANKS

PORTABLE TANKS, OFTEN USED FOR GRILLING AND CAMPING, TYPICALLY RANGE IN SIZE FROM 5 To 20 POUNDS. THESE TANKS
ARE DESIGNED FOR EASY TRANSPORTATION AND ARE PERFECT FOR OUTDOOR ACTIVITIES.

ResIDENTIAL PROPANE T ANKS

RESIDENTIAL TANKS ARE LARGER, USUALLY RANGING FROM 120 7o 500 GALLONS. THEY ARE PERMANENTLY INSTALLED AND
USED TO SUPPLY PROPANE FOR HEATING, COOKING, AND OTHER HOUSEHOLD NEEDS. THESE TANKS REQUIRE PERIODIC REFILLING
AND MAINTENANCE.

CoMMERCIAL PrRoPANE T ANKS

COMMERCIAL TANKS CAN HOLD THOUSANDS OF GALLONS OF PROPANE AND ARE USED IN VARIOUS INDUSTRIAL APPLICATIONS,
INCLUDING MANUFACTURING AND AGRICULTURE. THEIR SIZE AND COMPLEXITY REQUIRE SPECIALIZED HANDLING AND MANAGEMENT.

MAINTENANCE OF PROPANE T ANKS

PROPER MAINTENANCE OF PROPANE TANKS IS VITAL FOR ENSURING THEIR LONGEVITY AND SAFETY. REGULAR UPKEEP CAN PREVENT
LEAKS, CORROSION, AND OTHER ISSUES THAT MAY ARISE OVER TIME.

RouTINe CHECKS

ROUTINE CHECKS SHOULD INCLUDE INSPECTING VALVES, GAUGES, AND THE TANK BODY FOR ANY SIGNS OF WEAR OR DAMAGE.
USERS SHOULD ALSO ENSURE THAT THE TANK IS NOT EXPOSED TO HARSH ENVIRONMENTAL CONDITIONS THAT COULD LEAD TO
DETERIORATION.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICING

[T IS ADVISABLE TO HAVE A PROFESSIONAL CONDUCT THOROUGH INSPECTIONS AND SERVICING AT REGULAR INTERVALS.
PROFESSIONALS HAVE THE TRAINING AND TOOLS NECESSARY TO IDENTIFY POTENTIAL HAZARDS AND ENSURE THAT SAFETY
FEATURES ARE OPERATIONAL.

Q: WHAT TYPES OF PROPANE TANKS ARE AVAILABLE?

A: PROPANE TANKS COME IN VARIOUS TYPES, INCLUDING PORTABLE TANKS FOR OUTDOOR USE, RESIDENTIAL TANKS FOR HOME
HEATING AND COOKING, AND LARGE COMMERCIAL TANKS FOR INDUSTRIAL APPLICATIONS.

Q: WHAT sHouLD | DO IF | DETECT A LEAK IN MY PROPANE TANK?

A: IF YOU DETECT A LEAK IN YOUR PROPANE TANK, IMMEDIATELY EVACUATE THE AREA AND CONTACT EMERGENCY SERVICES OR
YOUR PROPANE SUPPLIER. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO FIX THE LEAK YOURSELF.

Q: How CcAN | MAINTAIN MY PROPANE TANK?

A: To MAINTAIN YOUR PROPANE TANK, REGULARLY CHECK FOR SIGNS OF WEAR OR DAMAGE, ENSURE THAT SAFETY FEATURES
ARE FUNCTIONING, AND HAVE THE TANK PROFESSIONALLY SERVICED AT REGULAR INTERVALS.

Q: CAN | USE A PROPANE TANK INDOORS?

A: PROPANE TANKS SHOULD GENERALLY NOT BE USED INDOORS DUE TO THE RISK OF GAS LEAKS AND THE POTENTIAL FOR
DANGEROUS CARBON MONOXIDE BUILDUP. ALWAYS FOLLOW LOCAL REGULATIONS AND SAFETY GUIDELINES.

QZ \WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN A REFILLABLE AND DISPOSABLE PROPANE TANK?

A: REFILLABLE PROPANE TANKS CAN BE REUSED MULTIPLE TIMES AND ARE DESIGNED TO BE REFILLED BY A PROFESSIONAL.
DISPOSABLE TANKS ARE SMALLER, TYPICALLY USED FOR PORTABLE APPLICATIONS, AND ARE INTENDED FOR SINGLE-USE ONLY.

Q: WHAT I1s AN OPD vALVE?

A: AN OPD VALVE, OR OVERFILL PREVENTION DEVICE, IS A SAFETY FEATURE IN PROPANE TANKS THAT PREVENTS THE TANK
FROM BEING FILLED BEYOND 800/0 OF ITS CAPACITY, REDUCING THE RISK OF OVERPRESSURIZATION.

Q: How Do | kKNOW WHEN MY PROPANE TANK IS EMPTY?

A: YOU CAN CHECK THE PRESSURE GAUGE ON THE TANK, OR YOU CAN USE THE HOT WATER METHOD BY POURING HOT WATER
DOWN THE SIDE OF THE TANK AND FEELING FOR TEMPERATURE CHANGES TO IDENTIFY THE PROPANE LEVEL.
