FAMILIARIZING YOURSELF WITH THESE PROPORTIONS WILL AID YOU IN YOUR STEP BY STEP ANATOMY DRAWING PROCESS.

BAsIC PROPORTIONS

THE AVERAGE ADULT HUMAN BODY IS TYPICALLY DIVIDED INTO EIGHT HEAD LENGTHS, WHICH SERVES AS A STANDARD FOR
PROPORTIONING. HERE ARE SOME KEY POINTS TO REMEMBER:

® THE HEIGHT OF THE HEAD IS USED AS A UNIT OF MEASUREMENT.
® THE SHOULDERS ARE APPROXIMATELY TWO HEAD WIDTHS W/IDE.
® THE WAIST IS TYPICALLY ABOUT FOUR HEAD LENGTHS FROM THE GROUND.

® THE KNEES ARE GENERALLY HALFWAY DOWN THE BODY.

UNDERSTANDING THESE BASIC PROPORTIONS ALLOWS ARTISTS TO CREATE A SOLID FOUNDATION FOR THEIR DRAWINGS.
PRACTICING THESE MEASUREMENTS THROUGH OBSERVATION WILL LEAD TO MORE CONVINCING ANATOMY ILLUSTRATIONS.

STeP-BY-STEP PROCESS FOR DRAWING ANATOMY

THE PROCESS OF CREATING A STEP BY STEP ANATOMY DRAWING CAN BE BROKEN DOWN INTO SEVERAL STAGES. EACH STAGE
BUILDS UPON THE LAST, ALLOWING FOR A CLEAR AND STRUCTURED APPROACH TO DRAWING THE HUMAN BODY.

STAGE 1: BASIC SHAPES

BEGIN YOUR DRAWING BY SKETCHING SIMPLE SHAPES TO REPRESENT THE MAJOR PARTS OF THE BODY. USE CIRCLES FOR THE HEAD
AND JOINTS, AND OVALS FOR THE TORSO AND LIMBS. THIS STAGE IS ABOUT CAPTURING THE OVERALL FORM WITHOUT
FOCUSING ON DETAILS.

STAGE 2: REFINING SHAPES

ONCE YOU HAVE THE BASIC SHAPES, REFINE THEM TO BETTER REPRESENT THE ACTUAL ANATOMY. START TO DEFINE THE
CONTOURS OF THE BODY, TRANSITIONING FROM GEOMETRIC SHAPES TO ORGANIC FORMS. PAY ATTENTION TO THE CURVES AND
ANGLES THAT CHARACTERIZE THE HUMAN BODY.

STAGE 3: ADDING DETAILS

W/ ITH THE REFINED SHAPES IN PLACE, IT’S TIME TO ADD ANATOMICAL DETAILS. FOCUS ON FEATURES SUCH AS MUSCLE GROUPS,
FACIAL FEATURES, AND THE SKELETAL STRUCTURE. OBSERVING REAL-LIFE REFERENCES WILL GREATLY ENHANCE THIS STAGE.
CONSIDER THE FOLLOWING DETAILS:

e FACIAL SYMMETRY AND EXPRESSION

® PROPORTIONS OF LIMBS AND TORSO

STAGE 4: SHADING AND TEXTURING

THE FINAL STAGE INVOLVES SHADING AND TEXTURING YOUR DRAWING. THIS ADDS DEPTH AND DIMENSION TO YOUR WORK. USE
YOUR BLENDING TOOLS TO CREATE SMOOTH GRADIENTS, AND PAY ATTENTION TO LIGHT SOURCES TO ENSURE SHADOWS ARE
CONSISTENT AND REALISTIC.

TECHNIQUES To ENHANCE YOUR DRAWINGS
