MARICULTURE FOCUSES ON THE CULTIVATION OF MARINE ORGANISMS IN THEIR NATURAL HABITATS, USUALLY IN THE OCEAN OR
IN BRACKISH WATER. THIS INCLUDES THE FARMING OF SPECIES SUCH AS OYSTERS, CLAMS, AND SEA CUCUMBERS. MARICULTURE
PRACTICES ARE DESIGNED TO ENHANCE THE NATURAL PRODUCTIVITY OF COASTAL WATERS WHILE ENSURING THE HEALTH OF
MARINE ECOSYSTEMS.

SALINE AGRICULTURE

SALINE AGRICULTURE INVOLVES THE CULTIVATION OF CROPS THAT CAN THRIVE IN SALINE CONDITIONS, OFTEN FOUND IN
COASTAL AREAS. THIS PRACTICE IS ESSENTIAL FOR UTILIZING MARGINAL LANDS THAT ARE UNSUITABLE FOR TRADITIONAL
