IMAGERY AND SYMBOLS

INCORPORATING IMAGERY AND SYMBOLS ASSOCIATED WITH GOTHIC CULTURE CAN ENRICH THE DESIGN. COMMON MOTIFS INCLUDE
SKULLS, ROSES, RAVENS, AND OTHER DARK IMAGERY. THESE ELEMENTS CAN CREATE A NARRATIVE AND PROVIDE VISUAL
INTEREST, MAKING THE CARD MORE ENGAGING.

TEXTURE AND FINISH
