FReEe RESPONSE SCORING

THE FREE RESPONSE SECTION IS MORE COMPLEX, AS IT REQUIRES STUDENTS TO SHOW THEIR WORK AND EXPLAIN THEIR
REASONING. EACH FREE-RESPONSE QUESTION IS SCORED ON A SCALE FROM 0109 POINTS, DEPENDING ON THE COMPLETENESS
AND ACCURACY OF THE RESPONSE.

How Scores AR CALCULATED

THE OVERALL SCORE FOR THE AP CALCULUS AB EXAM IS CALCULATED BY COMBINING THE SCORES FROM BOTH SECTIONS. THE



RAW SCORES FROM THE MULTIPLE-CHOICE AND FREE-RESPONSE SECTIONS ARE CONVERTED TO A COMPOSITE SCORE, WHICH IS
THEN SCALED TO A 1 TO 5 RANGE COMMONLY USED BY COLLEGES AND UNIVERSITIES FOR AP COURSES.

CoMpPosITE Score CALCULATION

THE CALCULATION PROCESS INVOLVES THE FOLLOWING STEPS:

® THE NUMBER OF CORRECT ANSWERS IN THE MULTIPLE-CHOICE SECTION IS ADDED TO THE POINTS EARNED FROM THE FREE
RESPONSE.

® THE TOTAL RAW SCORE IS THEN CONVERTED TO A SCALED SCORE USING A PREDETERMINED FORMULA.
® THE FINAL SCORE IS REPORTED ON A SCALE OF 1 TO 5, WITH 5 BEING THE HIGHEST AND TYPICALLY REPRESENTING A

STRONG UNDERSTANDING OF CALCULUS CONCEPTS.

THIS SCALING PROCESS ENSURES THAT SCORES REFLECT THE RELATIVE DIFFICULTY OF THE EXAM EACH YEAR, ALLOWING FOR
FAIR COMPARISONS BETWEEN DIFFERENT TEST ADMINISTRATIONS.

IMPORTANCE oF THE AP CALcuLus AB ExAM Score

THE SCORE ACHIEVED IN THE AP CALCULUS AB EXAM CARRIES SIGNIFICANT WEIGHT FOR STUDENTS LOOKING TO ADVANCE THEIR

MisCONCEPTION: GUESSING HELPS YOUR SCORE

MANY STUDENTS BELIEVE THAT GUESSING ON THE MULTIPLE-CHOICE SECTION CAN IMPROVE THEIR SCORES. HO\X/EVERI SINCE
THERE IS NO PENALTY FOR INCORRECT ANSWERS, STUDENTS SHOULD ALWAYS ANSWER ALL QUESTIONS, BUT GUESSING SHOULD

MisconcePTION: ONLY CORRECT ANSWERS MATTER

REASONING USED TO ARRIVE AT THAT ANSWER ARE EQUALLY IMPORTANT. SHOWING WORK CAN EARN VALUABLE PARTIAL
CREDIT, WHICH IS CRUCIAL FOR A HIGHER SCORE.
