1. Sum the scaled scores of Arithmetic Reasoning (AR), Mathematics Knowledge (MK), and double
the Word Knowledge (WK) and Paragraph Comprehension (PC) scores combined.

2. Convert this sum into a percentile score.

This percentile score reflects the candidate’s relative performance and is the key determinant for
enlistment eligibility.
