THE PRIMARY SPECIES OF WOLVES FOUND IN THE YUKON IS THE GRAY WOLF (CANIS LUPUS). THESE WOLVES PLAY A CRITICAL
ROLE IN MAINTAINING THE ECOLOGICAL BALANCE BY REGULATING PREY POPULATIONS AND INFLUENCING THE HEALTH OF THE
ECOSYSTEM. BRETT ROEHR HAS FOCUSED MUCH OF HIS RESEARCH ON THE GRAY WOLF, DOCUMENTING THEIR PACK DYNAMICS,
HUNTING STRATEGIES, AND TERRITORIAL BEHAVIORS.

CHALLENGES OF THE YUKON ENVIRONMENT

THE YUKON POSES SEVERAL CHALLENGES FOR BOTH WILDLIFE AND RESEARCHERS. THE EXTREME WEATHER CONDITIONS,
INCLUDING LONG, HARSH WINTERS AND RUGGED LANDSCAPES, DEMAND RESILIENCE AND ADAPTABILITY. ROEHR’S WORK OFTEN
INVOLVES NAVIGATING THESE DIFFICULT CONDITIONS TO GATHER ACCURATE DATA AND OBSERVE WOLVES IN THEIR NATURAL
STATE. HIS ABILITY TO OPERATE EFFECTIVELY IN THIS ENVIRONMENT HAS CONTRIBUTED TO HIS REPUTATION AS “THE YUKON
W oLr.”

RESEARCH AND FIELDWORK ON YUKON W/ OLVES

4. \USE OF REMOTE CAMERA TRAPS TO MINIMIZE HUMAN DISTURBANCE.
