And in 1969, the Mets finally shed their image as “loveable
losers,” dethroning the powerful Orioles. In more than a century of World Series plays, a number of



similar scenarios have emerged. Twenty-two of those stories are told in Shocktober. The book also
includes an appendix of game statistics as well as a section on World Series trivia.
