American baby boomers will soon be retiring in the tens of
millions. Their health care needs will be staggering and costly. However 92% of American health
care providers are trained in emergency medicine and only 8% in long term preventative medicine.
As it takes a minimum of 6-7 years to obtain a medical degree, America is unprepared for a crisis
that is inevitable.
