PROTECTING AGAINST DAMAGE

AVOID PLACING THE BOOKSHELF IN DIRECT SUNLIGHT OR NEAR HEAT SOURCES TO PREVENT WARPING OR FADING. USE COASTERS
OR PROTECTIVE PADS UNDER DECORATIVE ITEMS TO MINIMIZE SCRATCHES AND DENTS. HANDLE THE BOOKSHELF GENTLY DURING
CLEANING OR REARRANGEMENT TO MAINTAIN ITS STRUCTURAL INTEGRITY.

RepAIR AND RESTORATION

MINOR SCRATCHES OR CHIPS IN WOOD FINISHES CAN BE ADDRESSED WITH APPROPRIATE TOUCH-UP KITS. FOR MORE SIGNIFICANT
DAMAGE, CONSULT A PROFESSIONAL FURNITURE RESTORER OR THE MANUFACTURER FOR REPAIR OPTIONS. PERIODIC TIGHTENING
OF SCREWS AND HARDW ARE ENSURES STABILITY AND SAFETY.
