This
expansive set covers television from 1950 to the present day, addressing shows of all genres,
well-known programs and short-lived series alike, broadcast on the traditional and cable networks.
All three volumes lead off with a keynote essay regarding the technical and historical features of the
decade(s) covered. Each entry on a specific show investigates the narrative, themes, and history of
the program; provides comprehensive information about when the show started and ended, and why;
and identifies the star players, directors, producers, and other key members of the crew of each
television production. The set also features essays that explore how a particular program or type of
show has influenced or reflected American society, and it includes numerous sidebars packed with
interesting data, related information, and additional insights into the subject matter.
