Its
precision attacks on Governor’s house had strategic results. Pakistani intrusions in 1999 in Dras,
Kargil and Haneef sectors again saw restricted committal of the IAF along with the Army. Despite
restrictive rules of engagement IAF operated with innovations and was the major reason for Pakistan
to vacate the intrusion.
