In detail and depth, the many voices woven throughout Both Sides of the Bullpen restore an
underappreciated era to the history of the American Southwest. They show us that for American
Indians and white traders alike in the Four Corners region during the late 1800s and early 1900s,
barter was as much a cultural expression as it was an economic necessity.
