These practices are
integral to community life and cultural identity, preserving traditional
knowledge and reinforcing social bonds.

Blessing Way (Hózhǫj́í): Focuses on harmony, peace, and positive1.
beginnings

Enemy Way (Anaʼí): A healing ceremony intended to remove harmful2.
influences

Night Way (Kǫʼjí): A complex, multi-day ritual involving masked dancers,3.
healing, and renewal

Social Structure and Family Life
The social organization of the Navajo people is traditionally based on
matrilineal clans, where clan membership is inherited from the mother. Clan
identity is crucial for social relations, marriage, and cultural
responsibilities. Families play a central role in daily life, with extended
family networks supporting child-rearing, education, and cultural
transmission. Respect for elders and community cooperation are foundational
values. Roles within Navajo society are often defined by age, gender, and
clan, fostering a sense of belonging and mutual responsibility. The Navajo



also incorporate traditional governance systems alongside modern political
structures within the Navajo Nation.

The Navajo speak an Apachean language which is classified in the Athabaskan
language family. At some point in prehistory, the Navajo and Apache migrated to the Southwest
from Canada, where most other Athabaskan-speaking peoples still live; although the exact timing of
the relocation is unknown, it is thought to have been between 1100 and 1500 CE. These early Navajo
were mobile hunters and gatherers; after moving to the Southwest, however, they adopted many of
the practices of the sedentary, farming Pueblo Indians near whom they settled. In the early 21st
century many Navajo continued to live a predominantly traditional lifestyle, speaking the Navajo
language, practicing religion, and organizing through traditional forms of social structure. Navajo
men and women also continued the tradition of volunteering for the armed services at a high rate,
perhaps as an expression of a cultural ethic that emphasizes both personal competence and
community. Many Navajo continue to live in the area they settled centuries ago; in the early 21st
century their reservation and government-allotted lands in New Mexico, Arizona, and Utah totaled
more than 24,000 square miles (64,000 square km). The region is mainly arid, however, and
generally will not support enough agriculture and livestock to provide a livelihood for all of its
residents. Thousands earn their living away from the Navajo country, and appreciable numbers have
settled on irrigated lands along the lower Colorado River and in such places as Los Angeles and
Kansas City, Missouri.
