Hauser, Nassim N. Taleb sono fra gli autori dei contributi che John Brockman, creatore di Edge, ha
scelto e raccolto in questo breviario di argomentazioni su temi cruciali per ognuno di noi, in cui il
procedimento scientifico rigoroso lascia momentaneamente il posto all'intuito. Le speculazioni
offerte sono le piu diverse e sorprendenti: illustri scienziati possono sostenere senza pudore
l'esistenza di Dio, dei tunnel spazio-temporali o di altre forme di vita nell'universo, oppure un
futurologo profetizzare l'imminente apocalisse climatica, senza dimenticare chi crede nella coscienza
degli scarafaggi o che ci sia stata vita su Marte. Questa eclettica raccolta condensa lo spirito di una
nuova via della scienza, quella che Brockman definisce terza cultura, connubio di scienza e filosofia
fecondato da un visionario esprit poetico.
