member of the National Socialist Party, Leni Riefenstahl was the filmmaker darling of the Nazis and
Adolf Hitler. First a successful dancer and actress in Germany, she became more notorious when she
produced and directed Victory of Faith and Triumph of the Will, the chilling documentaries about
Nazi Party Congresses at Nuremberg.
