The schools provided informal, supportive, culturally relevant learning environments for
students who had struggled in the public schools. Survival school classes, for example, were often
conducted with students and instructors seated together in a circle, which signified the concept of
mutual human respect. Davis reveals how the survival schools contributed to the global movement
for Indigenous decolonization as they helped Indian youth and their families to reclaim their cultural
identities and build a distinctive Native community. The story of these schools, unfolding here
through the voices of activists, teachers, parents, and students, is also an in-depth history of AIM’s
founding and early community organizing in the Twin Cities—and evidence of its long-term effect on
Indian people’s lives.
