In short, it is a document that seeks to bring
together, through informative but rigorous text, the theoretical advances in this field and to offer
various resources that can be put into practice in real life. Finally, we would like to emphasise that
the contents of this guide should be understood as suggestions arising from the experience and
commitment of those who have worked on its development and as a tool that will help to answer
some of the questions that arise in the process of integration of migrant groups. These questions are
currently being answered thanks to the committed engagement of all those who are participating in
this project. In addition, information from all the countries in the consortium can be found
throughout these pages, which broadens the perspective of most of the tools created so far, making
this guide truly an international reference work.
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
