HisToriCAL DEVELOPMENT OF ISRAELI TEXTBOOKS

THE HISTORICAL DEVELOPMENT OF ISRAELI TEXTBOOKS IS CLOSELY TIED TO THE FORMATION OF THE STATE OF ISRAEL IN 1948.
|NITIALLY, TEXTBOOKS WERE HEAVILY INFLUENCED BY THE ZIONIST MOVEMENT, WHICH SOUGHT TO PROMOTEJE\X/ISH IDENTITY
AND NATIONAL CONSCIOUSNESS AMONG STUDENTS. EARLY EDUCATIONAL MATERIALS EMPHASIZED THE IMPORTANCE OF THE
Hegrew LANGUAGE,JE\X/ISH HISTORY, AND THE CONNECTION TO THE LAND OF ISRAEL.

AS THE STATE EVOLVED, SO DID THE CONTENT AND APPROACH OF TEXTBOOKS. THE INTRODUCTION OF NEW SUBJECTS AND
PERSPECTIVES REFLECTED THE CHANGING DEMOGRAPHICS AND POLITICAL REALITIES OF THE COUNTRY. FOR INSTANCE, THE INFLUX
OF IMMIGRANTS FROM DIVERSE BACKGROUNDS NECESSITATED THE CREATION OF TEXTBOOKS THAT CATERED TO A
MULTICULTURAL SOCIETY. THIS LED TO THE INCLUSION OF VARIOUS NARRATIVES AND HISTORIES, PARTICULARLY THOSE OF
ARAB CITIZENS OF |SRAEL ANDJE\X/ISH COMMUNITIES FROM AROUND THE \WORLD.

THE ROLE OF THE MINISTRY OF EDUCATION

THE ISRAELI MINISTRY OF EDUCATION PLAYS A PIVOTAL ROLE IN THE DEVELOPMENT AND APPROV AL OF TEXTBOOKS USED IN
SCHOOLS. TEXTBOOKS MUST ADHERE TO A NATIONAL CURRICULUM THAT OUTLINES EDUCATIONAL GOALS AND STANDARDS.
THE MINISTRY ALSO EMPHASIZES THE IMPORTANCE OF PROMOTING VALUES SUCH AS DEMOCRACY, TOLERANCE, AND
COEXISTENCE, WHICH ARE REFLECTED IN THE CONTENT OF THE TEXTBOOKS.

PoLITICAL AND SoCIAL INFLUENCES ON TEXTBOOK CONTENT

THE CONTENT OF |SRAELI TEXTBOOKS IS NOT IMMUNE TO THE POLITICAL AND SOCIAL DYNAMICS OF THE REGION. V ARIOUS
GROUPS ADVOCATE FOR CHANGES TO ENSURE THAT TEXTBOOKS REFLECT THEIR HISTORICAL NARRATIVES AND CULTURAL
IDENTITIES. FOR EXAMPLE, ARAB CITIZENS OF |SRAEL HAVE CALLED FOR THE INCLUSION OF THEIR PERSPECTIVES IN HISTORY AND
CIVICS TEXTBOOKS, LEADING TO ONGOING DEBATES ABOUT REPRESENTATION AND BIAS.



CONTROVERSIAL TOPICS AND REPRESENTATION

CONTROVERSIAL TOPICS, SUCH AS THE |SRAELI-PALESTINIAN CONFLICT, ARE OFTEN APPROACHED WITH CAUTION. TEXTBOOKS

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israeli texthbooks: Textbooks on Israel-Palestine Seyed Hadi Borhani, 2022-01-27 How is the
Israel/Palestine question narrated in Western academia? What ideas dominate the key textbooks on
the subject and what is presented as 'truth'? This book answers these critical questions. It is widely
known that Western support of Israel played a vital role in the realization of Zionist objectives in
Palestine. But academic support of Israel in the West has been a neglected issue, with Western
academic knowledge being regarded as impartial and objective. This book reveals that this
understanding of Western academic knowledge is wrong when it comes to the Israel/Palestine
question. Rather, knowledge has been biased, misleading, and dogmatic and Western college
students are subscribing to 'factual histories' based on theories at best, if not fiction. The book is the
first empirical investigation able to document this partial reporting of history. Seyed Hadi Borhani
examines the most popular college-level textbooks used to teach the history of the Israel/Palestine in
Western universities, combining 'textbook analysis' (to determine how the dominant academic texts
report the question) and a 'context analysis' (to identify who 'manufactures' the dominant
knowledge). The book provides a historical map of how the Israel-Palestine conflict is understood in
the West. The book can be used as a critique for students and professors to use alongside textbooks
and is a vital and much-needed intervention into the state of affairs in Western academia.
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israeli textbooks: The Arab-Israeli Conflict in Israeli History Textbooks, 1948-2000 Elie
Podeh, 2001-10-30 Israeli history textbooks in the past contained many biases, distortions, and
omissions concerning the depiction of Arabs and the history of the Arab-Israeli conflict. Today these
misrepresentations are gradually being corrected. This study encourages the depiction of a balanced
portrait in all textbooks. By reviewing curricula and textbooks used in the Israeli educational system
since the establishment of Israel, the author assesses the impact of Zionist historiography and the
Zeitgeist on the portrayal of Arabs in textbooks. The study unravels the biases, distortions,
omissions, and stereotypes through the analysis of several major historical events such as the 1948
war, the refugee question, the 1967 war, and the peace process.

israeli textbooks: Palestine in Israeli School Books Nurit Peled-Elhanan, 2013-10-01 Each year,
Israel's young men and women are drafted into compulsory military service and are required to
engage directly in the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. This conflict is by its nature intensely complex and
is played out under the full glare of international security. So, how does Israel's education system
prepare its young people for this? How is Palestine, and the Palestinians against whom these young
Israelis will potentially be required to use force, portrayed in the school system? Nurit
Peled-Elhanan argues that the textbooks used in the school system are laced with a pro-Israel
ideology, and that they play a part in priming Israeli children for military service. She analyzes the
presentation of images, maps, layouts and use of language in History, Geography and Civic Studies
textbooks, and reveals how the books might be seen to marginalize Palestinians, legitimize Israeli
military action and reinforce Jewish-Israeli territorial identity.

israeli textbooks: A New Critical Approach to the History of Palestine Ingrid Hjelm, Hamdan
Taha, Ilan Pappe, Thomas L. Thompson, 2019-06-07 A New Critical Approach to the History of
Palestine discusses prospects and methods for a comprehensive, evidence-based history of Palestine
with a critical use of recent historical, archaeological and anthropological methods. This history is
not an exclusive history but one that is ethnically and culturally inclusive, a history of and for all
peoples who have lived in Palestine. After an introductory essay offering a strategy for creating
coherence and continuity from the earliest beginnings to the present, the volume presents twenty
articles from twenty-two contributors, fifteen of whom are of Middle Eastern origin or relation. Split

A New
Critical Approach to the History of Palestine explores the diverse history of the region against the
backdrop of twentieth-century scholarly construction of the history of Palestine as a history of a
Jewish homeland with roots in an ancient, biblical Israel and examines the implications of this
ancient and recent history for archaeology and cultural heritage. The book offers a fascinating new
perspective for students and academics in the fields of anthropological, political, cultural and
biblical history.

the Nakba are foundational traumas in Israeli-Jewish and Palestinian societies and form key parts of
each respective collective identity.

In contrast, the final chapter explores existing
alternative forms of education which are aimed at the development of democracy and peace. This
book should be read by anyone involved in education - from students and academics to policy-makers
and practitioners around the world.
