SwWARTHMORE COLLEGE HAS SPECIFIC POLICIES REGARDING TEXTBOOKS THAT STUDENTS SHOULD BE AWARE OF. THE COLLEGE
AIMS TO ENSURE THAT ALL STUDENTS HAVE ACCESS TO THE NECESSARY MATERIALS FOR THEIR COURSES. PROFESSORS
TYPICALLY PROVIDE A LIST OF REQUIRED AND RECOMMENDED TEXTBOOKS AT THE BEGINNING OF EACH SEMESTER, ALLOWING
STUDENTS TO PREPARE IN ADVANCE. UNDERSTANDING THESE POLICIES HELPS STUDENTS MAKE INFORMED DECISIONS ABOUT HOW
THEY ACQUIRE THEIR TEXTBOOKS.

TexTBOOK REQUIREMENTS

HOLDS COPIES OF REQUIRED TEXTBOOKS ON RESERVE, WHICH ALLOWS STUDENTS TO ACCESS THEM WITHOUT NEEDING TO
PURCHASE OR RENT THEIR OWN COPIES. THIS SERVICE IS PARTICULARLY BENEFICIAL FOR EXPENSIVE TEXTBOOKS OR FOR
STUDENTS WHO ARE ONLY TAKING A COURSE FOR A SINGLE SEMESTER.
