This approach impels us to rethink
what the Sundarbans is, how the crisis gets manifested to the inlanders and outsiders, and what kind
of procedural changes are required to protect the Sundarbans as a living ecosystem instead of a
natural museum. The book’s phenomenological depth and engaged philosophical framework will
elicit deep interest from within academia and among practitioners who are working in
environmental studies, philosophy, human ecology, and island studies. The convergence of
conceptual understandings and field narratives will also draw the interest of research students
working in correlated fields.
